6 municipalities, approx. 3500 inhab., 19.200 ha
Colonisation by the Walser people in the 13th century
Mountain farming — about 200 farmers (100 organic), high
alpine pasture, extensive forestry

About 180.000 overnight stays/year — nature-based tourism
Many people who have their work outside of the valley —
approx. 800 daily commuters

BR consists of a patchwork of ownership, it is neither a
tourism nor an industrial region
